1929

Diego esté comisionado para pintar frescos en diferentes edificios de San
Francisco, Detroit y Nueva Y ork,

1934

Diego regresaa México y pinta una nuevaversion de “ el hombre en una
encrucijada” en el tercer piso del Palacio de Bellas Artes de México.

1940

Diego vigja a San Francisco para exponer diez tableros en la Golden Gate
Exposition.

1949

para celebrar € cincuentenario del labor artistico de Diego Rivera.
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1956 | Al cumplir setenta afios, los amigos de Diego Riverale organizan un
festival en € patio de la Anahuacalli.

He exhibited his cubist
paintings for the first time on his own at Berthe Welll’s Gallery.

1917 | Diego left the Cubist movement and went back to traditional figuration.

1921 | Diego returned to Mexico.

1922 | Diego began hisfirst mural, La Creacién, in the Anfiteatro Bolivar de la
Escuela Preparatoria. He also began working on the wall of the patio of
the Secretaria de la Educacion Publica (SEP).

1928 | Diego completed the SEP series.

1929 | Diego was appointed Director of the Escuela de Artes Plasticas de la
Universdad Nacional.

1930 | Diego traveled to San Francisco to attend the retrospective exhibit of his

work.
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1930-33

Diego was commissioned to paint muralsin several buildingsin San
Francisco, Detroit, and New Y ork.

1934 | Diego went back to Mexico. He then painted a new version of “ & hombre
en una encrucijada” in the third floor of the Palacio de Bellas Artesin
Meéxico city.

1940 | Diego traveled again to San Francisco and exhibited ten paintings at the
Golden Gate Exhibition.

1949 | The Ingtituto Nacional de las Bellas Artes organized a retrospective
exhibit to celebrate Diego’ s fifty years of artistic work.

1956 | Diego’'sfriends organized afestival in the patio de la Anahuacalli to
celebrate his seventieth birthday.

1957 | Diego passed away the twenty fourth of November in his home of

Coyoacan.
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
